Contact the Admissions Office of that College (see listing below) and follow all
procedures to gain admission.

Take a College Placement Test. The Admissions Office will advise you of the appropriate placement test
and inform you of times, dates, and fees involved. This testing will help identify your present skill level and
aid you in selecting appropriate courses to better insure your initial success in college.

File a Free Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA). The value of the Mclntosh Davis/Chambers
Scholarship is based primarily on the family’s ability to help meet college costs.
